Old Business:

· Boat House Oil Spill:  Cynthia Stevens commented that the cleanup appeared to be complete, with minimal environmental impact.
· Carp permit: George Buck, who corresponded by email, suggested that 200 carp should be requested, which would equal 20 carp (instead of 15) per vegetated acre.  The number needs to be increased from 15.  He wrote, “The right amount with milfoil is 15 per vegetated acre to keep weeds from the surface and at some point native plants like coontail will take over and require a larger number. Ball Pond needs to lead the way in raising the stocking rate per acre”. Mark Spellmann, who also responded by email, adjusted the “carpulator” to 20 carp per vegetated acre and arrived at 198 carp.  Gary Mummert made a motion to request 200 carp from CT DEEP.  Helen Gallagher seconded the motion.
Vote: 3-0-0 (Motion Passed)

· Candlewood Lake Carp: The Committee felt Ball Pond was well represented at the Town meeting March 2 and opposed the Town’s proposed application to DEEP for the application of herbicides and pesticides in Candlewood Lake.  The committee will keep watching to see what transpires.  Cynthia Stevens said CLA executive director Larry Marsicano invited her to speak about the Ball Pond project at their State of the Lake meeting April 2 and she agreed.
