General Correspondence:

Old Business:

· Candlewood Lake Update:  
· Cynthia Stevens, George Buck, Helen Gallagher and Gary Mummert attended a presentation on Candlewood Lake on April 6, 2017 at Western Connecticut State University by Professor of Biological and Environmental Sciences Dr. Theodora Pinou and Candlewood Lake Authority Director Larry Marsicano.  The discussion was regarding 48 sterile triploid grass carp that were introduced into Candlewood Lake last summer equipped with small radio transmitters. Two carp with radio transmitters were introduced into a smaller pond as part of the experiment.  All said the discussion was very interesting. 
· Cynthia Stevens spoke at the Candlewood Lake Authority’s “State of the Lake” meeting on April 2, 2017 regarding the Ball Pond Carp study project to 120 attendees.
· Carp permit:  
· Cynthia Stevens submitted the application to CT DEEP for 200 carp for Ball Pond.
· Coontail: 
· George Buck would like to see a different strategy implemented this year to address coontail.  Since he doesn’t view the suction harvesting to the roots as effective, he would like Town funds to be used for removing floating coontail.  Instead of suction harvesting by the shoreline and beach areas, we could try using a commercial rake with extended handle.   Private property owners could still use suction harvesting.  Last year the Committee prioritized areas for weed removal, starting with the Town Park.
· Gary Mummert is inviting an acquaintance to the next meeting who has had experience in Maine with combating milfoil to share her experiences.
