A regular meeting of the Ball Pond Advisory Committee was held on Tuesday, March 20, 2018.  Cynthia Stevens called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.

General Correspondence:  
· Cynthia said there is still $7,120 in the budget for weed control which we expect to use  in the Spring.  
· Cynthia shared the Ball Pond carp study published in LakeLine Magazine. She received (3) copies which will be shared with the Candlewood Lake Authority and First Selectman.  An electronic version is on the Ball Pond Advisory website page.

Old Business:
· Carp Stocking
· Cynthia read an email from committee member George Buck.  In keeping with the 15% attrition rate, and knowing that more carp are needed for coontail, he suggested the lake have 600 carp (20 carp per vegetated acre).  He feels CT DEEP may wait to see how the spring and summer seasons evolve, before honoring the request.
· After discussion by committee members, it was decided to request 62 carp from CT DEEP now for spring because that’s what we lose annually in attrition.  Based on Mark’s “Carpulator” calculations, and since CT DEEP did not provide any carp last year, there should be less than 300 carp currently in Ball Pond.  The goal is to have 414.  Last year was unusual.  There were not many weeds because ice and snow did not melt until April, and temperatures were lower than usual in May and June.  This year the ice and snow on Ball Pond melted by February 26, allowing for sunlight to reach weeds two months earlier.  The prediction is that this will be a bad year for weeds.
· Grate
· Debris and PVC lattice had gotten into the brook because of recent snow storms, clogging the grate. Knowing Public Works was very busy, Gary was able to dig out the PVC lattice and clear the grate.
· Lakeline Article and CT DEEP brochures

· Cynthia said the Lakeline Magazine article was well-received.  She has been asked to speak to the Friends of Bolton Lakes in Connecticut.  The Candlewood Lake Authority will also be handing out a copy of the article at their annual meeting.

·  Lisa Arasim made 130 two-sided color copies of the CT DEEP Invasives brochure for a cost of $62.79, a $93.21 savings from the Staples quoted price of $1.20 per sheet.  She was asked to print more copies, since there is extra paper. The total invoice for ink and paper (including the extra paper) from Staples for the first round of copies was $69.10.  Lisa will purchase more ink for $56.99.
· Bids for Cutting more Phragmites 
· Gary has sent a request for bid to Timber Wolf’s Shane Cosentino and Matt Vogt of New England Aquatic Services
· Issues with boat storage
· Gary reported the aluminum boat that appeared to be abandoned, and in the water has been removed from the water but remains locked to the fence at the Town Beach.
· Cynthia will write a note on BPAC letterhead to residents on Satterlee and Arrowmeadow to let her know if they are keeping boats at the lakefront on Rte 39 so that we can remove any unclaimed boats that have been abandoned.

· Mark reported that Friends of Ball Pond voted in favor of a budget for informational Zebra mussel signs to be placed at the entrance of the boat launch.
